_____/5 ROUGH DRAFT: At least one rough draft is included to show this has been a process that involved some sort of revision.

_____/15 BEGINNING: You have an interesting beginning that follows the simple pattern of a folktale and that describes the setting and situation of your characters.

_____/10 CHARACTERS: Your folktale characters are standard types, meaning they are clearly “good” and clearly “bad,” clearly “wise” and clearly “foolish,” so on and so forth.

_____/25 DETAILS: Your details include key traits of folktales such as talking animals, magic, 3s/7s, a quest of some sort, etc.

_____/5 DIALOGUE: You use dialogue and have characters talk to each other.

_____/5 REPETITION: You incorporate repetition and/or a repeated phrase in your piece, as in a task tried several times until it’s done successfully or a trick played several times until it’s been outsmarted etc..

_____/20 ENDING: One or more of the characters learns a lesson or there is a clear moral or message in the story’s ending. Your folktale is resolved in a manner that makes sense and fits with the characteristics of the folktale genre.

_____/5 LENGTH: Your piece is a reasonable length given the amount of time you’ve been given. Your paper may not be longer than two typed pages in Times New Roman 12 pt. font!
_____/10 MECHANICS: You have edited your piece and use correct spelling, punctuation, capitalization, complete sentences, etc..

Folktale Writing Assignment
Now that we have read different kinds of folktales and analyzed different versions of the same folktale, we are going to write our own original folktale. Now, you will have a few options in regards to how you want to approach this story. You can write:

· A completely original folktale of your own creation

· A retelling or altered version of one of your favorite classic folktales. Be sure to change the story noticeably.
· A how-and-why tale explaining a natural phenomenon (this doesn’t have to be weather related. It can be something similar to “Why Dogs Chase Cats.”).

While writing this original folktale, please refer to the folktale grading rubric on the back side of this sheet. Please note that your paper must be typed in Times New Roman 12 pt. font and be no longer than two pages.
