1. Describe Jack’s initial reaction to Mr. Tushman’s request that he help out with the new student. (134-135)
2. Why did Jack decide to agree to Mr. Tushman’s request after all? (141)
3. Jack says, “Like, if all the guys in the fifth grade were lined up against a wall and I got to choose anyone I wanted to hang out with, I would choose August” (143). Why does Jack become so fond of August? Do you feel the same way about anyone you know?
