Wonder Reading Questions

“August (2)” – Part 6
Please answer the following questions on a separate sheet of paper in COMPLETE SENTENCES. Please number your responses and include “Part 6” at the top of your paper.

1. On page 206, August says, “All those eyes are like compasses, and I’m like the North Pole to them.” What does he mean here? Why does August not particularly like parent events at the school?
2. On pages 209/210, we see Auggie starting to lighten up about himself. What does he do to give us this impression? Why is this important?
3. Auggie gets new hearing aids. Why do you think he was worried about these going back to school? What ended up happening when he went back? What do we learn about the kids at Beecher Prep from this? (214-215)
4. In Via’s Secret, August overhears Via and his mother arguing over Via not telling them about the school play. At the end of the argument, their mother responds very quietly to Via so that even Auggie’s bionic hearing aids can’t pick up what she says. What do you think she says to Via here? Why? (216)
5. August, Via, and their mother start yelling at each other at the dinner table. August accuses Via: “You just don’t want your brand-new fancy high school friends to know your brother’s a freak!” He then yells at his mother, “Stop treating me like a baby! I’m not retarded! I know what’s going on!” (218) Do you think it’s reasonable for August to get so upset here? Why is he finally getting fed up with how they treat him?
6. At the end of the play, Auggie says, “I think there should be a rule that everyone in the world should get a standing ovation at least once in their lives” (230). Why does he feel this moment is so important?
7. Why do you suppose Miranda got sick right before show-time?
