“Miranda” – Part 7
Please answer the following questions on a separate sheet of paper in COMPLETE SENTENCES. Please number your responses and include “Part 7” at the top of your paper.

1. We see at summer camp that Miranda started playing “this little make-believe game with the girls in camp” (236). Write one paragraph explaining why you think Miranda feels the need to lie to the others at camp. What happens as a result of her lying? What else is going on in her life that could explain this? Support your answer with evidence from the story. 
2. Why does Miranda find herself less inclined to want to hang out with Via after returning from summer camp? (Meaning she wants to hang out with her less).
3. What actions or words of Miranda’s suggest that she still loves Via as a friend deep-down? (239-242)
4. When Olivia is given the part for the play at the last minute, she and Miranda are talking in the dressing room. Via asks, “Why are you doing this, Miranda?” She never gets a chance to answer her question as Via is swept out the door by Mr. Davenport. Miranda says, “I don’t know what I would have said, anyway. I wasn’t sure what the answer was” (245). What do you think the answer is? Why is Miranda not going on? Write at least one paragraph explaining why you think so.
5. Miranda’s part ends with the Pullman’s inviting her over for dinner. Why does Via come over and insist after how distant Miranda has been?
6. Miranda is the last perspective that we see August’s story told from; however, there are several characters that we’ve met that don’t have a part. Whose part that wasn’t included would you have liked to see most and why?
